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The mission of National Healthcare Decisions Day (NHDD) is to enhance understanding of, 
and participation in, advance care planning. Now in its 10th year, NHDD 2017 will be a 
weeklong event, observed from April 16 through 22. This year’s theme matches that of the 2016 
observance: It’s always too early, until it’s too late. (Can’t take action during NHDD week? Use 
this information as a resource for educating your clients and colleagues throughout and beyond 
the month of April.) 
 
NHDD emphasizes that advance care planning is an ongoing process of reflection and 
communication, not limited to completion of advance directives. Best practice is for any adult 
with health care decision-making capacity to engage in advance care planning before a crisis 
occurs and to reevaluate health care decisions on a regular basis. Frequent conversations with 
health care agents and other members of the health care team can help to clarify whether one’s 
goals and choices have changed. This is especially important when a condition exacerbates or a 
new diagnosis is received; however, NHDD provides an excellent catalyst for such reevaluation, 
no matter a person’s health condition.  
 
 
THE SOCIAL WORK ROLE 
 
Advance care planning is rooted in values and relationships. Social workers excel at helping 
clients to identify what matters to them and to communicate those values with people whom they 
trust. Understanding health care information is essential to effective advance care planning. Yet, 
many individuals and families do not have a clear understanding of the health conditions they 
face or of their health care options. Clients may have difficulty processing health care 
information because of emotional responses to crisis situations, for example—or because the 
information has not been presented in a manner that is understandable to them or congruent with 
their communication style. Social workers are adept at identifying and mitigating such barriers to 
informed decision making, thereby advocating for clients’ self-determination.  
 
Thus, social workers play an integral role in facilitating advance care planning conversations. 
Drawing on health care information available within interdisciplinary teams and from trusted 
sources, social workers also help individuals and families to understand and complete advance 
directives—and, when appropriate to an individual’s condition, POLST (Physician Orders for 
Life-Sustaining Treatment) Paradigm forms and forms addressing resuscitation or intubation.
